 2008-2009

OFFICERS: At the annual conference held at The Greenbrier in December, 2008, Ted Nesbitt of West Liberty University was elected chair of the division.  Noel Kopriva of West Virginia University was chosen to be chair-elect.  In the recent balloting, John Adkins of The University of Charleston ran unopposed for chair-elect for 2010-2011.  Floyd Csir of Marshall University was elected secretary-elect, but he will be unable to serve, having accepted a position in another state.  Choosing a replacement will be done at this year’s conference.

MEMBERS:  The WVLA membership list in March had 27 members of this division.  We conducted three membership drives during the year.  The total number of members, as of September, is 77.  [10 of the 77 are first-time members in the association.]

MEETINGS:  On March 20, the division’s spring meeting was held at the Marshall University Graduate College   Forty attendees heard Rush Miller, Dean of the University of Pittsburgh Libraries, talk about current trends in academic libraries.  Several academic librarians conducted programs at Spring Fling on March 26 in Flatwoods.  Many of our members attended the June 4 meeting of the Western Pennsylvania/West Virginia Chapter of the Association of College and Research Libraries [ACRL] at West Virginia Wesleyan College.  Our summer meeting was hosted by the staff of the Annie Merner Pfeiffer Library at West Virginia Wesleyan College on July 24.  Thirty-seven academic and public librarians were present to learn about the library’s “Pages in Time” digital archive collection.  The library staff also conducted tours of the library.

COMMUNICATIONS:  During the year, members of the division submitted at least one article for publication in each issue of West Virginia Libraries.  Our members also posted many messages at the WVLA-list, hosted by West Virginia University.  To enhance communications among academic librarians, we formed the “WV Academic Librarians Group” at Google.  There are currently 50 members of that group.  After a slow start, contributions “picked up,” and there were 78 messages and documents posted during the past year.
LEGISLATIVE DAY:  Five academic libraries participated in WVLA’s annual Legislative Day in March.
