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At the 2008 meeting, the roundtable discussed ideas for programs to present. We 

agreed to focus the roundtable primarily on reference concerns because it was the main interest of all the members present. Some topics suggested were: 

· The changing nature of reference  

· Using reference interactions to teach users. 

· Information literacy and reference 

With those topics in mind, I arranged to have James Elmborg an award winning library 

science scholar known for his work on teaching, information literacy, and reference to 

speak at the fall conference. The expense of bringing Dr. Elmborg to Snowshoe, WV 

was considerable, so I teamed up with Francis O’Brian and the Academic Division, who 

agreed to pay for the extra costs involved in bringing in the speaker. Dr Elmborg’s talk 

will officially be part of the academic division program as well as the Reference/ILL 

Roundtable program. 

 At the 2008 meeting we also discussed the roundtable web page and whether it got
enough use to maintain. At least one member noted that she used the site on a regular basis, so we agreed to keep maintaining the site. In the summer of 2009, sent update requests for the web page to WVLA webmaster Beth Toren. 

 Sara Ramezani will take over as Chair of the Roundtable in 2009-2010.
