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The Social Responsibilities Rountable (SRRT) is calling on WVLA librarians to submit their own local library-based community outreach endeavors to improve or advocate for social responsible engagement. Such reports will be compiled and distributed to WVLA librarians as a resource.
SRRT will co-sponsor with Intellectual Freedom Committee a film and follow-up Q & A at Annual Conference in October. The film is titled, “Not In Our Town: Light In The Darkness,” a documentary on an upstate New York city successfully and nonviolently combatting anti-immigrant hatred.  Paul Sheridan will be the resource person.

SRRT will be providing educational materials for librarians at a table at Annual Conference on the new hot button topic of Slick Water Horizontal Hydraulic Fracturing for gas. 
SRRT encourages WVLA members to recognize that libraries can be influential in our local communities in the way we conserve energy, treat all people with dignity, and actively engage our people by promoting forums for civil discussion.
