2011 Annual Report
October 2010 - Fall Conference, Stonewall Resort – Several school librarians presented programs and a division meeting was held led by Karen Figgatt.  Among items discussed were continued legislative efforts to require libraries and certified librarians in every school.
February 2011 – Library Legislative Day, Charleston – The school division displayed both print and electronic information showing successful school library programs in action.  Also available were print copies of professional studies that continue to support the value of school library programs in education and test results.  One-on-one meetings were held with several legislators as well as with Mary Poling, Chair of the House Education Sub-committee.  Due to pressing personal matters with co-chair Shari Heywood, it was agreed that Cathy Davis will remain as Chair until December 2012.  Cathy will receive continued assistance from Karen Figgatt, immediate-past Chair.  
March 2011 – Spring Fling, Days Inn, Flatwoods – A division meeting was held led by Cathy Davis.   Among items discussed were the failed legislative attempts requiring school libraries and certified school librarians in all Schools and recruitment of school librarians to WVLA.  
July 2011 – Summer Refresher – scheduled for July 20 and 21 in Buckhannon, was canceled this year due to lack of interest.  Only 3 submitted registrations 9 days prior to the event.  Plans will be made to schedule next year’s refresher in conjunction with the WV State Technology Conference.  It is hoped that this will be a mutually beneficial move attracting those who wish to attend both events.
October 2011 – Fall Conference, Charleston Marriott, October 5-7, – Several sessions were presented by school librarians and a division meeting held.  Items on the agenda included recruiting school librarians to join WVLA, participating in the librarians’ listserv, and attending WVLA-sponsored events.  Also discussed were future activities of the division, chair and co-chair positions for 2012, and the continued pursuit of successful legislation requiring school libraries staffed by certified school librarians.  
Other activities and accomplishments:
· AASL re-affiliation (renewal in the odd-numbered years) has been completed and confirmed.

· Cathy Davis is currently updating the state list of certified school librarians. Beginning this year the chart will include WESTEST 2 reading scores to see if a correlation exists with increased scores in schools having full-time certified librarians.  The past three years have shown a steady decrease in the numbers of school libraries serviced by full-time certified school librarians.
· L4L (Learning for Life), AASL’s program for school librarians, continues.  Cathy Davis and Karen Figgatt are state coordinators.  L4L is a tool by which school librarians may assess their program’s materials, instruction, and student services to compare with other school libraries within their state as well as across the country.  Twenty-first Century library-related lesson plans may be obtained from the AASL website and several WV school librarians have lesson plans published or in submission for publication on this site.  There is also a comparison chart available to school librarians through the AASL website that shows the relationship between AASL Standards for School Librarians, ISTE Standards and 21st Century Skills Standards.
