We asked each student enrclled in Pulp 17 .03
a required use of thie library course ftecreation 39 .06

to answer these three questions: 1)
List the newspapers you read regularly
2) List the magazines you read reju-
larly; 3) List the titles of as mnany
bocks as you recall reading during the
past year, onitting required curricu-
lar readings.

The 118 students reported they
read 304 newspapers; the average stu-
dent regularly reading 2.5 titles, Of
these 69,5 were "local papers™ and 317
represented the area netropolitan pa-
ners. Interecstingly, the nmale students
completed more of thelr reading fron
the mnetropolitan papers than Adid the
fermale students.

The nurber of nasazines read reg-
ularly by the group totaled 637. The
nmagazine titles were distributed among

appropriate subject headings tused in
the "Classified Index to liacazine
List,? of the Standard Catalos for

High School Lihrariecs. Of the twenty
areas from which +this library guide
recormends high schoel 1ihraries have
a selection, it was nccessary in this
study to use only eight. Two addition-
al subject headings, "pulp" nagazines
and ‘Ymovie" magazines were added to
nore accurately describe the findin:ss.
The results of these two sgroupings and
the percent that each constituted in

the total are indicated ho2low.

It is irmiediately noticeable that
the "oulp" nagazines constitute a
small percentage of the total firure.
It 1is possible that the students did
not care to adnit they rcad this type
of rmaterial, though there was no way
the answer could have been traced back
to the resopondent. On  the hasis of
this limited data it would apnear that
nublic opinion is wrong, at least in
the case on entering college freshr.n,
in describing the teen age group as
heavy readers of "pulp' maczazines.

The roor showing of literary rag-
azine titles (lcss than 14 is d“sav—
vointing, It would seer. that the a-
nount of literature completed in the
school curriculum is not influencing,
at least insofar as this type of sanp-
ling can neasure, the reading habits
of the students,

It is interestin;; that 77,5 of the
students indicated  they frequently
read the pictorial general mnagazines
(e.g. Life, Look). The average enter-
ing male freshoen has used 5 nagazines
per year while his coed companion 1is
faniliar with 5.8 titles,

The groun of students could re~

call reading 205 DLeooks for an  average
of 2.5 books ~»er student., Of the
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group, 227% could remember neither the
author or title of any books, while 13
per cent of the group could remember
reading six or more books.

This bock reading pernitted itsclf
to be grouped in seven subject arecas
as 1s indicated below:

The prepondcrance of fietion is
discouraging, especially as nwuch of it
was of the Zane Grey or Kathlem Horris
type of writing, It would appcar from
the above percentages that neither the
classroon teacher nor the librarians
arc supplying reading guidance beyond
the conventional curricular type. It
is also possible that the high school
and public librarics arc failing to

moke available such materials as ag-
gressive publication houscs arc pre-
paring in all subjcet arcas for this

specialized group of reanders,

In summary, it sccus that the ave
eraze student is familiar with at lcad
two current ncwspapers. They are in-
troduced to the magazine ficld before
cntering college, but their rcadinz to
this point has becn largzely (557 in
the arca of general popular nagazincs,
as opposcd to a morc substantial 1lit-
erary, scientific, and currcnt cvent
typc. Their free recall of bhook titles
indicatecs they again complete mnst of
thelr rcading in a reercational arca
as opposed to a more solid farc which
would benefit then for college cduca-
tional cxperiences.

TRI-STATE ACRL CHAPTER ORGANIZED

were discusscd,

brarian, Kent State University, Kont,
Ohio, Vice-President; Miss Mabel Ko-
cher, Librarian, Westninster College,
Now Wilnington, Po,, Sce.-Troasurer,
To scrve with the officers on the Ex-
ceutive DBoard the group cleeted Miss
Geraldine D, Anderson, Librarian, Re~
scarch and Dcveleprient Division,Pitts-
burgh Consolidated Coal Co., Library,
Pa., and Miss Rosc Denorest,Librarian,
Pa. Roen, Carncgie Lihrary of Pitts-
burgh,

It was generally aprced that the
Chapter should nmeot twice a year. It
was proposed that a mecting be held in
the Soring with a scrics of talks on
topics of particular intcrest to the
menbers, and that another mneeting be
held in the Fall, possibly with one of
the stots associations,

by adopting the cofficicney nethods and
public rclations proframs of business
and industry? From the nany favorable
corments on the Cenfcreonce it is evi-
dent that librarians think that busi-
ness and  industry can help us snlve
our problens.

The thene of the Confercnce was
"Business Advises Librarians.®™ Spenk-
crs included top<level oxecutives of
such companics as An, Tolephone & Tel-
cgraph, GCcca Cola, Reninston Rand, E,
I. du Pont de Nemours, and Generzl E-
leetric. Therce were 2lso  cxports in
cfficiency, public rclations,personncl
work, and library planning., That cof-
ficicney and concern for public rela-
tions havo already invaded the library
fiolﬂ i oroved by the faet thot scva

ral llbrqu ns vere asked to poartici-
pato.

There was little said wvhich uas
entircly new; therc was ruch sz2id  of
which wc nced to he constantly renind-
cd, The following parcyraphs will
swmarize sone of the spoochos.

ccsts. The principles ~f work simp:li-
ficntion wera outlincd and discusscd
by the specker,; who closod with the
statoment that reel cfficicncy rosults
fron the spontancous cooperati-n of
all crmmloveces,

The subject of cfficicney was al-
so fliscussed by Mr, Ralzh i, Shaw, Li-
brarian, U,S.Dept. of Arriculturc, He
declared officicney to bhe ~nly rela-
tive; that it is nothing nore than
cormion sensegthat one must have a real

desirc to do 2 morc cofficient job.
According to ¥ Shaw theore are  two
kinds of officicney: Progron officias-
¢y, which is not doing things which
ourht not te be done, i.c. nmicrofiln-
ing records which will ncver be used;
and Oncrational officicncy. Somc 607
t2> 803 of a library budget is spent
for staff. The Quig lpy study shows
that 804 to 907 ~f library activity is
clerical. Hore usc should be made of
nachincg; routines should be cxanined
t> find a better way of doing themn.

Publicitys: Mr, Ludwig Camninita,
Jr., Scssions and Caninita, Public Re-
latisns Advisors, Washinpgton,D.C., de-
clarced that "The library to ne is the
nors~n I nect--not the hcad librarian®
BEach pers~n must bhce o public rcl-tions
cxpert., To get people inte the libra-
ry play up the ideas that the library
can  he fun and the library is for tne
scleet fow “in the know,”?
